PURPOSE: 

City of Duncanville FirelEMS Department 
Transport Billing Waiver Policy 

To establish a policy of billing that allows waiving of ambulance transport fees, based on established 
Department of Health and Human Service Poverty guidelines, and to abide by decisions made by the 
Center for Medicare Medicaid Services (CMS) OIG. 

SCOPE: 

This regulation pertains to all individuals transported by the City of Duncanville, Texas Fire/EMS 
Department. 

PREFACE: 

The charges for EMS transport billing may be waived, based upon financial hardship, as determined by 
the guidelines established by the City of Duncanville, Texas. These procedures are intended to serve 
as guidelines and to ensure an audit trail. 

PROCEDURES: 

1. No one will EVER be denied necessary medical transport service due to either their inability to pay 
or a lack of insurance. 

2. The City of Duncanville, Texas will address cases of financial hardship on an individual basis. 

3. Patients who are unable to pay their co-pays, deductibles or who are uninsured and unable to make 
payments may request a financial hardship review of their transport charge. Patients, or their designee, 
shall complete the "Request for Transport Fee Hardship Waiver Form" The form is available on the 
City of Duncanville Fire Department Internet site or can be requested by calling the Fire Department 
Billing at 972-780-4920. 

4. The waiver application will be forwarded to the client's appointed administrator or designee for 
review and decision. Final resolution will be noted on the form. If approved for waiver, a copy will be 
made and it will be held in the department files for a period of five years. The original form will be 
transmitted to the billing company authorizing the elimination of the patient's charges. The Fire 
Department will notify the patient in writing as to the final disposition of the Hardship Waiver. 

5. The City of Duncanville, Texas will consider 200% ofthe current HHS Poverty Guidelines or less 
as the basis of granting a hardship waiver.

East Highway 67. AT&T currently has a tower at 507 East Highway 67; however, it is not 
structurally adequate for the proposed structural load. Therefore, AT&T is proposing to 
construct a new 75-foot monopole to handle nine (9) antennas, nine (9) TMAs, and a minimum 
of twelve (12) 1 5/8" coax lines. 

During the public hearing, Mr. Kirk spoke in favor of the request. No one spoke in opposition. 
Following the public hearing and discussion, staff was directed to prepare an ordinance 
approving the request subject to the conditions recommended by the Planning & Zoning 
Commission and staff. The attached ordinance approves the Special Use Permit subject to the 
five (5) conditions recommended.

ORDINANCE NO. 2172 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DUNCANVILLE, TEXAS, 
AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES APPENDIX A, ZONING, 
AND THE ZONING MAP TO PROVIDE FOR A SPECIFIC USE ("SU") 
PERMIT TO ALLOW A COMMUNICATION TOWER ON PROPERTY 
ZONED GNERAL RETAIL ("GR") ON A 0.0124 ACRE, MORE OR LESS, 
PORTION OF LOT 12, WOODLAND HILLS ADDITION, MORE 
COMMONLY KNOWN AS 610 EAST HIGHWAY 67; PROVIDING 
SEVERABILITY, REPEALING AND SAVINGS CLAUSES; PROVIDING 
A PENALTY OF A FINE NOT TO EXCEED TWO THOUSAND 
DOLLARS ($2,000) FOR EACH AND EVERY OFFENSE; PROVIDING 
AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND PROVIDING FOR THE PUBLICATION 
OF THE CAPTION HEREOF. 

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Duncanville, Texas ("City Council"), has 

investigated and determined the City of Duncanville, Texas ("Duncanville" or "City") should 

amend the zoning ordinance and zoning map as provided herein and pursuant to a notice being 

duly posted according to law, conducted a public hearing wherein a request was made by AT&T 

(the "Applicant") to allow a Specific Use Permit for a Communication Tower on a tract of land 

zoned General Retail; and 

WHEREAS, the tract of land is situated in the Anderson Slayback Survey, Abstract No. 

1299 in the City of Duncanville, Dallas County, Texas, containing 0.0124 acres ofland, more or 

less, out of Lot 12, Woodland Hills Addition, more commonly known as 610 East Highway 67 

and being more particularly described in Exhibit "A" attached hereto and incorporated herein for 

all purposes (the "Property"); and 

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that Applicant has agreed to comply with all 

provisions of the ordinances of Duncanville, including but not limited to the Zoning Ordinance, 

and has further agreed to comply with the additional restrictions set forth herein and the with the 

site plan that is attached hereto as Exhibit "B" and incorporated herein for all purposes (the "Site 

Plan"); and 

WHEREAS, the City Council has investigated and determined that it would be 

advantageous and beneficial to the citizens of Duncanville to grant the Specific Use Permit, and 

that such grant will not be detrimental to the public welfare, safety or health; and 

WHEREAS, the Planning and Zoning Commission of the City and the City Council, in 

compliance with the laws of the State of Texas and the ordinances of the City, have given 



requisite notice by publication and otherwise, and after holding due hearings and affording a full 

and fair hearing to all property owners generally and to all persons interested and situated in the 

affected area and in the vicinity thereof, and in the exercise of its legislative discretion have 

concluded that the Zoning Ordinance of the City should be amended. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF DUNCANVILLE, TEXAS: 

SECTION 1. Findings Incorporated. The findings set forth above are incorporated into 

the body of this Ordinance as if fully set forth herein. 

SECTION 2. Specific Use Permit Granted. Applicant is granted a Specific Use Permit 

to allow a Communication Tower on the Property, which is zoned General Retail. A condition 

of granting this Specific Use Permit is that the Communication Tower and the development 

thereof must abide by each of the following: 

1. The Property shall meet all City and state regulations and ordinances, including but 

not limited to building codes, fire codes and accessibility standards; 

2. The Communication Tower must be designed and built to accommodate future 

expansIOn; 

3. An aviation warning light shall be installed and maintained in good working order on 

the top of the Communication Tower; and 

4. The Property shall be developed in compliance with the conditions expressly stated in 

the Site Plan. 

5. This Specific Use Permit shall expire six months from the date the Communication 

Tower ceases to be used as authorized herein. 

SECTION 3. Failure to Comply/Expiration/Transferable. All terms of this Specific Use 

Permit shall be complied with prior to issuance of a certificate of occupancy. This Specific Use 

Permit will be declared null and void and of no force and effect if or for: 

1. Any failure to comply with any term or condition of this Ordinance or the Zoning 

Ordinance, as it exists or may be amended; 

2. The improvements or Property regulated by the Specific Use Permit are enlarged, 

modified, structurally altered or otherwise significantly changed unless a separate 

specific use permit is granted therefor; 



3. A building permit or certificate of occupancy for the Property is not applied for and 

issued within six (6) months from the effective date of this Ordinance; 

4. This Specific Use Permit was obtained by fraud or deception; or 

5. As otherwise permitted by law, this Ordinance and/or the City's Zoning Ordinance, as 

they exist or may be amended. 

All facilities, including but not limited to those shown on the Site Plan, must be completely 

removed upon termination or expiration of this Specific Use Permit. This Specific Use Permit is 

issued to the Applicant and is assignable and transferable. 

SECTION 4. Savings/Repealing Clause. Duncanville's Zoning Ordinance, Appendix 

A, Code of Ordinances shall remain in full force and effect, save and except as amended by this 

or any other ordinance. All provisions of any ordinance in conflict with this Ordinance are 

hereby repealed to the extent they are in conflict; but such repeal shall not abate any pending 

prosecution for violation of the repealed ordinance, nor shall the repeal prevent a prosecution 

from being commenced for any violation if occurring prior to the repeal of the ordinance. Any 

remaining portions of said ordinances shall remain in full force and effect. 

SECTION 4. Severability. Should any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of 

this Ordinance be declared unconstitutional, illegal or invalid by a court of competent 

jurisdiction, it is expressly provided that any and all remaining portions of this Ordinance shall 

remain in full force and effect. Duncanville hereby declares that it would have passed this 

Ordinance, and each section, subsection, clause or phrase thereof irrespective of the fact that any 

one or more sections, subsections, sentences, clauses and phrases be declared unconstitutional or 

invalid. 

SECTION 5. Penalty Provision. Any person, firm, corporation or entity violating this 

Ordinance shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction thereof shall be fined a 

sum not exceeding Two Thousand Dollars ($2,000.00). Each occurrence in violation of this 

Ordinance and/or each day the violation continues shall constitute a separate and distinct offense. 

The penal provisions imposed under this Ordinance shall not preclude Duncanville from filing 

suit to enjoin the violation nor shall it preclude Duncanville from taking such other lawful action 

as is necessary to prevent or remedy any violation. Duncanville retains all legal rights and 

remedies available to it pursuant to local, state and federal law. 



SECTION 6. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately from and 

after its passage and the publication of the caption, as the law and Charter in such cases require.
